However if you remember from the 2006 Banquet, Matt Staver of 

the Liberty Counsel warned of continuing efforts to have the US 

Supreme Court decision overturned which granted CEF the right to  

minister in after school programs.

Carol has been quite busy  preparing the office for the new year by doing a complete 

inventory of materials needed, restocking of new CEF materials for the GNC and CYIA 

clubs.
