Chapter 1: Sweet Potatoes and a Dress with Words

Scene 1:  Ti-Fam rescues a chick

1. Ti-Fam awakes from sleep

2. Madame Orestil, her mother, calls her to dig sweet potatoes

3. Tomorrow is market day

Scene 2:  Marie and Ti-Fam 

1. Ti-Fam hopes to get a new dress

2. Marie, Ti-Fam’s friend, hopes to learn how to read

3. No more voodoo charms for Marie, Marie’s family are now Christians
a. Insert teaching to saved.  “Just as Marie was being a witness…”
b. Insert teaching to reinforce “God is stronger than voodoo…”
Scene 3:  Starting for the market

1. Ti-Fam and Madame Orestil get their baskets

2. Orestil, her father, goes to his temple of the gods

3. Ti-Fam and Madame Orestil go to market

Scene 4:  On the trail

1. Ti-Fam notices her mother’s charm is gone

2. They go to man buying sweet potatoes

3. He buys mother’s potatoes for $.35

4. Mother goes to buy supplies

Scene 5:  Ti-Fam sells her potatoes

1. Another man buys them for Granny Holderman  for $.40

2. Mother returns

3. They go to buy the dress

Scene 6:  Buying a dress for Ti-Fam

1. Mother bargains for the dress ($.40)

2. Marie invites Ti-Fam to hear Victor

3. Victor is the one who bought Ti-Fam’s potatoes

Scene 7:  Victor teaches a story

1. The story is Elijah and the prophets of Baal

2. Ti-Fam thinks it is all lies, lies, lies

3. Madame Orestil thinks Victor is speaking truth

4. Ti-Fam and mother return home

Scene 8:  Orestil takes Ti-Fam’s dress
1. He makes a voodoo doll

2. Death curse on Victor

Ti-Fam stood still, scared to breathe.  She had never seen her father put a death curse on a person before.  Will Victor die?  Come back tomorrow and find out.
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Chapter 2: Howling Wind and Pouring Rain
Scene 9:  Ti-Fam and mother at market
1. Storm starts

2. Mother not afraid

3. Mother hurts foot on trail home

4. Heads for mission instead
Scene 10:  At the mission
1. Victor is still alive

2. They show him Mother’s foot

3. He goes to get Granny Holderman 
Scene 11:  Granny Holderman bandages Mother’s foot
1. Granny tells them abut Jesus

2. Ti-Fam is afraid

3. Mother listens

4. They stay overnight in the storm

Scene 12:  Crossing the rushing river
1. Mother losses her bandages

2. They make is home
Scene 13:  Orestil is angry
1. Says they have angered the spirits

2. Mother’s foot is swollen
Scene 14:  Orestil looks at mother’s foot
1. Madame Orestil doesn’t think charms work

2. After 3 days of storm, there is a knock an the door

Scene 15:  Victor comes to warn them of landslide
1. Victor tells them about Jesus and sin

a. Reinforce teaching about SIN

2. Madame Orestil believes

a. Teach to the saved child, “How thankful mother must have been to know Jesus as her special friend.”
3. Orestil tells Victor to leave

4. Orestil will make sure the curse works
Scene 16:  Orestil leaves with a knife
1. Madame Orestil says the true God can stop him
2. Orestil angrily goes into the howling wind and pouring rain

“Victor is wrong to talk against Papa and the spirits,” sobbed Ti-Fam, “but I don’t want Papa to kill him.”  Will Orestil kill Victor?  We’ll find out tomorrow.
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Chapter 3:  Prayer and a Whirly-Bird
Scene 17:  Orestil goes after Victor

1. Orestil trips in a hole, injures his leg, calls for help
2. Victor comes to help

3. Orestil lies about why he is there

Scene 18:  Victor helps Orestil

1. Victor warns him again of the landslide

2. The mountain falls
Scene 19:  Victor and Orestil go to the house

1. Orestil digs for his wife, Madame Orestil
2. Madame Orestil is dead

3. Orestil is sad

a. Sadness like Jesus’ friends felt

b. Jesus is alive

c. Because Madame Orestil believed in Jesus she would have eternal life

d. If you are a believer, be thankful for the gift of salvation 

Scene 20:  Ti-Fam is found

1. Ti-Fam is hurt badly

2. Victor prays for the missionaries to come

Scene 21:  The missionaries arrive

1. Mr. and Mrs. Turnbull come

2. Ti-Fam is the only one to survive the landslide

Scene 22:  Mrs. Turnbull gives medicine to Ti-Fam

1. The airplane comes, but has to turn back

2. Ti-Fam thinks the missionaries God isn’t so great

3. Day 3 a helicopter comes, then goes to get supplies
4. Rosa (Ti-Fam’s sister) arrives

Scene 23:  Orestil is worried about Ti-Fam
1. Ti-Fam is not getting better

2. Mrs. Turnbull wants Ti-Fam to go to the mission

3. Orestil is afraid of the helicopter

4. Rosa convinces him to let Ti-Fam go to the mission

Scene 24:  Ti-Fam is put in the helicopter
1. Orestil agrees to let her go

2. Orestil warns Ti-Fam not to listen to the missionaries
Orestil leaned close to Ti-Fam and whispered, “You can go to the mission, but if you listen to the missionaries, I will put a curse on you, you own little one.”  Will she listen?

Scene 26:  Ti-Fam goes to school
1. Ti-Fam learns to read

2. Ti-Fam tries not to listen to the Book

3. TI-Fam is called a devil’s donkey

Scene 27:  Ti-Fam talks to Granny
1. Granny explains about being born again

a. Teach a quick review of the dark, red, and clean page. 

2. Ti-Fam is afraid of her father’s curse

Scene 28:  Ti-Fam believes
1. Ti-Fam removes her charms

2. Ti-Fam tells the Turnbull of her faith

3. Ti-Fam receives her own New Testament

Scene 29:  Orestil comes for Ti-Fam
1. Rosa, her husband and baby Pierre are sick

2. Orestil shows Ti-Fam his new temple

Scene 30:  Ti-Fam buys food and corn to plant
1. Ti-Fam says “cracking the whip” will not help

2. Ti-Fam tells Rosa about the mission and her Testament

3. Orestil gives Ti-Fam a new charm

Scene 31:  Father plants the seeds
1. Ti-Fam defends the missionaries

2. Ti-Fam lies to Orestil

3. Ti-Fam rescues Pierre from the fire

Scene 32:  Ti-Fam wants to take Pierre to the mission
1. Ti-Fam admits she received Jesus as her Savior

a. Hebrews 13:5a and 6b

b. The Lord gave Ti-Fam the strength to tell her father she was a Christian. 

2. Orestil rips up the New Testament

Orestil stopped and shouted, “If you stay with the gospel both you and the baby will die.”  He turned and limped swiftly to his temple. What will happen next? 
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Chapter 5: A Call of Fire and a Call of Help
Scene 33:  Ti-Fam talks to Rosa about taking Pierre to the mission

1. Ti-Fam prays for Rosa to go to the mission

2. During the night, Rosa takes Pierre to the mission

Scene 34:  Orestil finds that Rosa and Pierre are gone to the mission

1. Ti-Fam talks to Orestil about Jesus

a. Green page

b. Teach about how we can grow in our faith in God

c. Ti-Fam witnesses to her father

2. Orestil admits he is lonely, afraid and bad

3. Rosa returns as a believer

4. Rosa brings another New Testament for Ti-Fam
Scene 35:  Orestil sees that Pierre is better

1. Frost kills the corn

2. Turnbulls bring news of food and seeds from Christians in America

3. If Orestil takes food, people won’t buy his charms

Scene 36:  Orestil tries to stop people from taking food
1. Orestil says the food is poisoned

2. The men ignore him

Scene 37:  Ti-Fam brings back food for the family
1. Victor preaches, tells of his changed life


a. Teach how going to church is an important way we can grow in Christ

2. People build a church

3. Orestil asks a spirit to burn the church

4. Orestil decides to help the spirit burn the church

Scene 38:  Orestil reaches the burning stick toward the roof
1. Victor stops Orestil

2. Orestil doesn’t think Jesus can love him

Scene 39:  Victor tells Orestil about God and Jesus
1. Orestil receives Jesus as his Savior

2. Orestil burns all his charms

Scene 40:  Orestil brings everything from his temple
1. Orestil throws all into the fire

2. Orestil gives his beads to Mr. Turnbull
