Wordless Book Song – IPEAR
Introduction

(Show a Wordless Book.) Have you ever seen a book like this?  What is different about it? (No words.) We are going to be learning a lot about this book this week.  We’ll learn that every page tells part of a wonderful story.  We’ll be learning a song about it, too.  As I sing this song, see if you can figure out what each color represents.
Presentation

Sing the song once, doing the hand motions. 
Explanation

(Explain the words to the song by pointing to the words or showing the appropriate page of the Wordless Book.)
My heart was dark with sin – This dark page helps me understand that sin, the wrong things we 
do, make my life dark.  This can mean sad and unhappy or full of badness.
Until the Savior came in – Jesus wants to come into our lives to take away that darkness
His precious blood I know – He can do this because He took the punishment for our sin. The 
Bible says …(read Romans 6:23a). The punishment for sin is death and Jesus died on the 
cross in our place.  When they put nails in His hands and feet, what came out? (Blood.)
Has washed me white as snow – When we believe that Jesus died and shed His blood for our sin, 
we will be cleaned from that sin, just like new fallen snow looks pure and clean.
And in God’s Word I’m told – we know all this because God tells us in His Word, the Bible.
We’ll walk the streets of gold – In the Bible God tells us that when we believe on Jesus we have 
eternal life (read Romans 6:23b).  That life starts today and when we die we’ll be forever 
with Jesus in His home, heaven, where there is a street of gold.
To grow in Christ each day – Green reminds us of plants that grow.  We can grow to be more

Application

Unsaved:  If Jesus has never come into your life to clean you from sin, you can ask Him to do that today.  Remember the verse we read? (Read all of Romans 6:23.)
