Lesson 2 – Dark Page - NIV
Memory Verse: 
Romans 3:23

“For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”
Introduction:
 (Have the children use their bodies to form the letters A-L-L.)  When you put these letters together, what do they spell? (All.) If your mom or dad wants you to drink all your milk, how much is it? (All.) If I tell all of you to listen, I mean every single one of you.  The word all is in our Bible verse today.  See what God says all of us have done.
Presentation:
God says in the Bible …(read Romans 3:23 from your NIV Bible, allowing the children to follow along on the visual).  What have all of us done? (sin). The Bible has 66 smaller books in it and is divided into 2 main parts – Old Testament and New Testament.  The Old Testament tells us of things that happened before Jesus was born.  The New Testament tells us of Jesus’ birth, life, death and of His friends’ lives.  The book of Romans was written by a friend of Jesus, so is it in the Old or New Testament?  (New) Who knows what the big number is called? (chapter) and the little number? (verse)
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.


Explanation:
For all have sinned – Everyone who has ever lived on Earth has done things that God says are wrong.   Sin is doing what you want to do instead of what God wants you to do.  Sin could be thinking mean thoughts, saying bad words or ding things to hurt others.
and fall short of the glory of God – God is absolutely perfect and holy.  But you are not perfect like God.  Nothing you can do will make you good enough to be with God forever.  Only calling on the Lord Jesus to save you can do that.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.

Application:
Unsaved: If you have never called on the Lord Jesus to save you, your sin is keeping you away from God.  Later today you will hear more about how you can call on Jesus so you won’t be kept away any longer.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.


Saved:  If you have already called on Jesus, you are saved from the punishment of your sin.  You should thank God each day for forgiving your sin and making you His child.  Will you stop and thank Him right now for what He has done for you? (Allow time for silent prayer.)
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.

Repetition:
Freeze (changed from book)
Choose a motion or an action and have the children do it with you. When you yell “Freeze” they freeze and say the verse.  Next, let different children come up and choose the motion and say “Freeze.”  OR  Cut out the strips below and have a child who is saying the verse well come up and pull a strip out of a bag and the whole group does that action.  Play at least 5 times.
