Lesson 3 – Red Page - NIV
Memory Verse: 
1 Corinthians 15:3-4

“…Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised 
on the third day according to the Scriptures.”
Introduction:
Think about a time when you did something wrong at home and got in trouble.  What would you think if your brother or sister were willing to take the punishment instead of you?  You would probably be shocked!  But that’s what the Lord Jesus did for you.  
Presentation:
God says in the Bible …(read I Corinthians 15:3,4 from your NIV Bible, allowing the children to follow along on the visual).  I Corinthians was written by Paul, who met Jesus.  Which Testament do you think it is in? (New Testament) It is in chapter 15 (show the big number) verses 3 and 4 – the little numbers. God told Paul to write these words so that we could know what Jesus did for us.
 

Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.

Explanation:
(Start teaching the hand motions as you explain the words.)


Christ died for our sins – The Lord Jesus Christ, God’s Son, was perfect.  He never did 
anything wrong.  But Jesus died on the cross to take the punishment for your sin and mine.  
He died for the wrong things you and I think, say and do.


according to the Scriptures – The Bible, God’s Word, said that these things would happen and 
they did.


and that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day – After Jesus died, His body was 

placed in a tomb.  But Jesus didn’t stay dead!  Three days later He came back to life.


according to the Scriptures – You can know this is true because it’s written in the Bible.  


Everything written in God’s Word is absolutely true.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end and doing the hand motions.
Application:
Unsaved: Because Jesus died for your sins and came back to life again, you can have your sins forgiven.  If you have never believed on Jesus, God’s Son, as you Savior from sin, you will have a chance to do that later today.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end and doing the hand motions.
Saved:  If you have already believed on the Lord Jesus, you know God kept His promise to send a Savior to die for you sin.  Jesus did so much for you!  You should thank Him every day for being your Savior.
Repetition:
Verse in Motion & Color Stand Ups  (modified from book)
Do the hand motions below to teach and repeat the verse. Also, have different children come up and pick a color of the Wordless Book (a different color each time).  Then have everyone wearing that color stand up and say the verse while doing the hand motions.
