Lesson 4 – Clean Page - NIV
Memory Verse: 
John 1:12

“Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God–”
Introduction:
 (Call a child to the front and offer him a small gift. Ask the class..) What does (name of the child) need to do to have this gift for his own? He needs to believe that I am offering it to him then receive it. (Let the child take the gift and sit down.) Our memory verse today tells us of a wonder gift that God is offering us.  Listen carefully to what it is.
Presentation:
God says in the Bible …(read John 1:12 from your NIV Bible, allowing the children to follow along on the visual).  What gift if God offering? (the right to become His child). The book of John is one of the first 4 books of the New Testament.   The first 4 are: Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. (Have the children repeat these with you.) God told John to write down the words in our verse so that we would know about this wonderful gift.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.

Explanation:
Yet to all who received him – Everyone who chooses to take Jesus as Savior.



to those who believed in his name – His name is Jesus which means Savior. To 
believe in His name is to put your trust in the Lord Jesus, God’s perfect Son.  
He died on the cross for you, taking the punishment for you sin, then came 
back to life again.  He wants to be your Savior.

He gave the right to become children of God – If you chose Jesus as your Savior 

He promises that you will become His very own child.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.

Application:

Unsaved: If you have never believed on Jesus and received Him as your Savior, 
you can do it today.  God wants you to become His child!
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.


Saved:  If you have already received Jesus as Savior, you are a child of God! You need to act like God’s child by obeying His Word so others can see a difference in your life.
Repetition:
Invisible Volume Knob  (changed from book)
Pretend that you have a special volume knob in your hand.  Raise or lower your hand to indicate how loudly or softly the children should say the verse.  You may wish to also move your hand to the left or right to determine pitch.  You may want to allow a few well-behaved children to control the volume knob as the game progresses.
