Lesson 5 – Green Page - NIV
Memory Verse: 
2 Peter 3:18

“But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”
Introduction:
What do grass, trees and other plants need to grow? (Let children respond.) Your body can grow too if you have food, water and air.  There’s another way God wants you to grow too.  Let’s see what that is.
Presentation:
God says in the Bible …(read 2 Peter 3:18 from your NIV Bible, allowing the children to follow along on the visual).  How does God want you to grow? (“in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ”). What are the 2 main parts of the Bible? (Old & New Testaments)  2 Peter was written by one of Jesus’ friends so which part of the Bible is it in? (New Testament)Which book is this verse in? (2 Peter) Which chapter? (3) Which verse? (18)  

Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.

Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.


Application:
Saved:  If you know the Lord Jesus as your Savior, God wants you to keep growing to be more like Him.  Read your Bible and talk to God each day.   He will show you how your life should change to be more like Jesus.
Read the verse together, saying the address at the beginning and end.


Unsaved:  You can’t grow to be more like the Lord Jesus until you believe in Jesus as your Savior.  If you have never trusted in Him to save you from sin, you can do it today!  Listen closely during our lesson to find out how.
Repetition:
      Clap a Word (changed from book)
Choose one child to stand behind the visualized verse with his back to the visual and class.  Choose another child to point to a word on the visual.  Cover that word with a post-it-note or in some other way.  Lead the children in reciting the verse, but when you get to the chosen word, clap instead of saying it.  The child behind the verse visual then tries to guess the word.  Choose two different children and repeat as time allows.
