Wordless Book -  Memory Verse Repetition

While doing the Memory Verse IPEAR, have the children repeat the verse between each step.  They need to have said the verse together at least 8 times by the end of the memory verse time.
Lesson 1 -  Hand Motions & Song (changed from book)
[image: image1.emf]Teach the hand motions below.  If you know the song, sing it while doing the hand motions. 
Lesson 2 -  Freeze (changed from book)
Choose a motion or an action and have the children do it with you. When you yell “Freeze” they freeze and say the verse.  Next, let different children come up and choose the motion and say “Freeze.”  OR  Cut out the strips below and have a child who is saying the verse well come up and pull a strip out of a bag and the whole group does that action.  Play at least 5 times.
	Do Jumping Jacks
	Pretend to make your way through the jungle.

	Jog in place


	Pretend to be a muscle man.



	Pretend to be surfing


	Pretend to be a ballerina. 


Lesson 3 -  Verse in Motion & Color Stand Ups  (modified from book)
Do the hand motions suggested in the book to teach and repeat the verse. Also, have different children come up and pick a color of the Wordless Book (a different color each time).  Then have everyone wearing that color stand up and say the verse while doing the hand motions.

Lesson 4 -  Invisible Volume Knob  (changed from book)
Pretend that you have a special volume knob in your hand.  Raise or lower your hand to indicate how loudly or softly the children should say the verse.  You may wish to also move your hand to the left or right to determine pitch.  You may want to allow a few well-behaved children to control the volume knob as the game progresses.

Lesson 5 -  Clap a Word (changed from book)
Choose one child to stand behind the visualized verse with his back to the visual and class.  Choose another child to point to a word on the visual.  Cover that word with a post-it-note or in some other way.  Lead the children in reciting the verse, but when you get to the chosen word, clap instead of saying it.  The child behind the verse visual then tries to guess the word.  Choose two different children and repeat as time allows.
