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				How To Make a Flannelboard





Materials Needed:


2 pieces of cardboard, foam board, or heavier board – 18” x 27”


1 piece of flannel – 39” x 30” (ironed)


Duct tape


Elmer’s glue


Scissors














                            








Instructions:





1.	Lay the two pieces of cardboard side-by-side and put duct tape along the seam.  (This will 	be the front side of the board.)


2.	Turn the board over and fold together like a book with the duct tape on the inside.  


3.	Put duct tape along the outside folded edge.


4.	Open the board and lay front side down on the flannel.


5.	Apply glue to the back of one end.


6.	Pull flannel over the edge and glue down.


7.	Apply duct tape over the glued end.


8.	Repeat the process on the other end.  (Make sure   


	  you pull the flannel tight.)


9.  Cut flannel within ¼” of center fold on top and bottom.


10. Apply glue to ½ of the board at a time folding the corners down as you go.  (Remember to 	pull the flannel tight from top to bottom as you did on the ends.)


11. Apply duct tape over the glued ends.


12. Cover the back with nice contact paper which will hide the duct tape and give it a finished look.
