Teaching the Gospel Message Using the Wordless Book Colors
It takes about 10 minutes to do this entire presentation.  If you don’t have 10 minutes, emphasize a color each time you present the Gospel.  There a visuals to go with this presentation on your helps CD.
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The Gold Page - Key Words: GOD and LOVE
(Tell the child who God is and that God loves him or her.
1.
God lives in Heaven where there is a street of gold (relate to the gold page). God wants you to know about Him and the beautiful place He has prepared for His children.

2.
God is the creator. He made Heaven and Earth. He made all living things. (Give examples of creation such as trees, clouds, and animals.) He made you and me.

3.
God loves you. (Read John 3:16a to apply this truth.)
4.
God is holy. He is perfect, without sin. Everything He does is always perfectly right.

Link from the gold page to the dark page:

“But there is one thing that can never be in Heaven, that is sin.”
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The Dark Page - Key Words: NEED and SIN
Notice this is called the dark page, not the black page. This is because the truth you are communicating on this page is not the color of sin, but rather the condition of sin. God’s Word teaches that the unsaved person is in darkness because of sin (John 3:19; Eph. 5:8; 1 Pet. 2:9; 2 Pet. 2:17). The child must realize his need, that he is lost in sin, before he can see his need of a Savior and receive Him.
(Tell the child his condition before God (relate to the color of this page).
1.
Sin must be explained for the child so he understands. For example: Sin is anything you think, say or do that does not please God.

2.
God’s word says that all have sinned. Read Romans 3:23, explaining that all means everybody—it means you and me. The child must realize that he, personally, is a sinner. Use the personal pronoun you.

3.
Give examples of sin on a child’s level that will relate to his daily life. What are some examples that could be used?

These should be specific examples a child can relate to—don’t just list stealing, fighting, etc. Encourage students to come up with some examples appropriate for the area in which they will be ministering.

4.
Help the child see he is born with a sin nature. Put this thought into a child’s language: You and I are born with a “want to” or desire to sin.

5.
Sin must be punished. The punishment for sin is to be separated from God forever.

Link from the dark page to the red page:

“But God has a wonderful plan so that you and I don’t have to be punished for our sin.”
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The Red Page - Key Words: WAY and JESUS
The red page shows us God’s way for us to have our sins forgiven. His provision was through His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.

(Tell the child God’s way of forgiveness.
1.
Jesus is God’s perfect Son. He lived a sinless life. He never thought, said or did anything that did not please God, the Father.

2.
Jesus did not deserve to die, but He willingly gave Himself up to die on the cross for you and me. He took your punishment. This was the only way you and I could have our sins forgiven.

3.
Jesus gave His life’s blood for you and me (relate this to the color of this page). Read Hebrews 9:22b.

4.
Jesus died and rose again on the third day (1 Cor. 15:3-5a).
5.
Jesus is alive in Heaven today.

Link from the red page to the clean page:

“Because of what Jesus did for you, you can have your sins forgiven.”
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This is referred to as the clean page, not the white page. As in the dark page, we are not speaking of the color but rather the condition. We are talking about being made clean from sin. The clean page gives the child the opportunity to believe the message of salvation, and receive the Lord Jesus as Savior.

(Tell the child how he can become a member of God’s family.
1.
Read John 1:12. Explain the verse using a simple A, B, C formula.
Admit you are a sinner and can’t save yourself.

Believe that Jesus died on the cross and was buried and rose again 
to take your punishment for sin.

Choose to receive the Lord Jesus as your Savior, 
knowing He will forgive your sins and make you His child.                                                  

2.  Give the child assurance of salvation based on God’s Word. Say, “When you become God’s child, He gives you some promises,” then go to Hebrews 13:5b, 6a. Demonstrate using the fingers of your own hand, how he can remember the words, “I will never leave you.” Have him try it on his own hand. Go on to show him verse 6a, helping him to see that Jesus lives in him to help him do what is right and say No to sin. He can remember the phrase “The Lord is my helper” on the fingers of his other hand.

Link from the clean page to the green page: 
“After you receive the Lord Jesus, God wants you to know Him better.”
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The Green Page - Key Words: CONFESS and GROW
The green page helps the newly-saved child to understand how to deal with his sin by confessing it to God, and how he can begin to grow in his new life as God’s child.

(Tell the child how he can confess his sins and grow in Christ.

1.
Approach this subject of confession from the positive perspective of a saved person. If the Lord Jesus lives in you, He will help you do what is right! But, if you choose to sin, God’s Word tells you what to do about it.

2.
Read 1 John 1:9. Explain this verse phrase by phrase.

(
Confess—to tell on yourself to God.

(
He is faithful and just—God is always there and always fair; He will do what is right, just as He says.

(
Forgive our sins and cleanse us—our friendship with God will no longer be broken; He makes us clean and right on the inside.

(
All unrighteousness—the bad things we have done.

(
After you have confessed your sins, thank God for His forgiveness. Ask Him for strength to say no to that sin the next time. Ask Him if there is someone with whom you need to make things right.

3.
Once you become God’s child, He has provided ways for you to begin to grow in Christ and get to know Him better.

(
Go to church and Sunday school or 5-Day Club to learn more about the Lord Jesus and how He wants you to live.

(
Read you Bible and Pray, talking to God about what you think and feel.  Your Wondertime Devotional will help with this.

(
Obey – do what God tells you to do in the Bible.
(
Witness to others, telling them about what the Lord Jesus has done for them so their sin can be forgiven.
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
