Applying the Lesson to the Saved Child
Steps for applying the Bible Lesson to the saved child

1.  Decide on the main application for the saved child in the Bible 
Lesson.  Make a one sentence statement that he could easily 
remember (ex: “God wants you to tell the truth”).
2.  Find one or two places within the lesson where this application can 
be made. 

3.  Choose a verse that will help the child understand this application 
(this may be your memory verse).

4.  Format the wording of your application

     a.  write a link sentence out of the Bible lesson and into the 
application

      b. always preface this application with, “If you are God’s child, 
then…” or “If you have already received Jesus as your Savior, 
He wants you to…” or something similar so that it is clear that
 you are speaking to those who are saved

      c. state the general teaching, the one sentence statement      
      d. read the verse or have the children say it with you if it is the 
memory verse 

      e. give some specific instances where the child would need to       
make this application in his own life 

(you need to know your children for this!)
      f. link back into the Bible Lesson
5.  At the end of the lesson have a challenge for the saved child.
      - repeat the verse and the sentence statement

      - challenge the child in this way – “This week will you…?”

6.  You may also wish to come up with some power words like:


STOP if you start to lie


SAY our memory verse


PRAY and ask God for help to tell the truth


OBEY by telling the truth

Other thoughts

1.  You can reinforce this application throughout the class hour with
songs, memory verse, activities, object lesson, etc.

2.  Have a written reminder for the child to take home.
3.  Next week (or through a phone call during the week) ask each child
 how he did with his application.
Example from Lesson 1 – Big Questions About Prayer
1. God loves me and He is my best friend

2. Pg. 11 – paragraph 6 and 11

3. Philippians 4:6
4. For paragraph 6

a. God was Moses’ best friend.  God wants to be your best friend, too.

b. If you are God’s child, He wants you …

c. …to remember that He loves you and wants to be your best friend.

d. Phil. 4:6 says (read verse or have written out & read with children)
e. God wants you to come to Him with any problem.  If you spend time reading His words in the Bible and talking with Him in prayer about your problem, He’ll give you wisdom to know what to do.  Maybe someone is being mean to you and you don’t know what to say or do.  Or maybe you have a big job to do, like help take care of your brothers, or help cook food, or a big project at school.  
f. Whatever your problem is, your best friend God will help you solve it. God helped Moses solve his problems, too.

- Add “This week will you…” before the last sentence

6.  If you have a problem

    REMEMBER that God loves you and wants to be your best friend

    PRAY and tell God about your problem and ask Him for help

    READ your Bible and hear what He has to say to you

    OBEY what He says
