Ways to Boost Club Attendance
1. Have each grade shepherd call their absentee children.  They could say something like this:


“I’m ____________, Johnny’s (insert child’s name) Good News Club grade shepherd.  I’ve  

       missed Johnny in club the last few weeks and I was wondering if there is anything I can 
       help with.”  


If the parent says that Johnny just hasn’t wanted to go to club, the grade shepherd could 
respond: “Is there something that Johnny shared with you about why he didn’t want to go to 
club?”  Also, the grade shepherd could ask to speak to Johnny and encourage Johnny to 
come back by telling him some fun things that will be happening in club in the next few 
weeks.

2. Plan a special event that the grade shepherds could invite those absentees to come to and clubbers could invite their friends to.  Some special event suggestions are:

· a special snack

· a dramatized Bible lesson 


- have several “actors” dressed in Bible time costumes act out the Bible lesson


- have a narrator dressed in a Bible time costume tell the story from his point of view


- puppets dressed as Bible time characters could tell a Bible lesson (a person out 

  front could be a narrator and insert applications if necessary)

· several relay games before club starts
· have an illusionist, a clown, a ventriloquist, etc. do part of your club hour  (Clowns for Christ have offered to help Good News Clubs on a love offering basis – call Margaret at 864-638-7482)
3. Go to the next PTA meeting and have a booth or hand out fliers (get school permission).
4. Have several GNC workers stand out in car line the day before club handing out fliers with a smile (get school permission).
5. Offer extra points or a special prize to those who bring a friend (remember to have extra permission slips ready to give to the clubbers to take to their friends).
