Ways to Keep, Encourage, and Recruit Good News Club Workers
1. Always give lots of positive encouragement.  Below are some ideas

A. Write personal notes and/or make personal phone calls expressing in specific ways how that leader was a blessing to the club that week.  One or two a week is fine.

B. Give encouragement goodies once in awhile.  See ideas below.

· Pay Day bars with a note “Remember, your pay day is in heaven – I Cor. 3:8.”

· $100,000 bars with a note “You are worth much more than this to God and to us.”

· A Lifesaver – “Thanks for helping children learn more about their eternal life Savior – Mark 10:13-16.”

· Hershey’s Pot O’Gold or chocolate gold coins – “Your faith and service are more precious than gold – I Peter 1:7.”

· Starburst – “Those who are wise shall shine like the brightness of the firmament, and those who turn many to righteousness like the stars forever and ever.”  Daniel 12:3

· Peppermint Patty – “Thanks a Mint for helping to take the refreshment of God’s Word to children.” Act 20:20-21
· Permanent marker – Thank you for giving of yourself to make a lasting impression on children’s lives.  Ephesians 4:29-30
· No “Snickers” are to be heard because we think you are great! Matt. 20:26-28
2. Be looking for ways to draw new recruits.  Below are some ideas:

A. Your best recruiters are your current workers.  Have them invite their friends, relatives, etc.

B. On a regular basis, seek to share positive things about the club with your church leadership.  Have them put in the church bulletin, newsletter, etc.  People will want to be a part of something that is producing fruit.  

C. Ask your adult Sunday School classes to adopt a grade in your club.  They would pray for the children and leaders, provide small treats, and send encouraging notes.  Take a picture of the grade group together and provide 1st names.  When making up prayer requests, group them by grade and that will make it easier to deliver specific requests to each adult class.  People who become involved in this way may be more likely to start coming to help.  If nothing else, you are getting more prayer support.

D. Have a bulletin board or at display board with pictures of children and workers at club.  Make the title – “Come be a part of our Good News Club at _______ School”
