MC 

(the job that keeps club exciting and moving smoooooothly!)
Welcome Kids (be LOUD and ENTHUSIASTIC)

Open with prayer: before prayer, do brief teaching on prayer’s importance:
1. What is prayer? (first club)

2. Why do we pray? (second club)

3. When can we pray? (third club)

4. Where can we pray? (fourth club)

5. What do we say in prayer? (fifth club, and so on)
Introductions of workers: 

1st Day: Introduce in a fun way (What’s Up Caitlin?  Hola Ashley! etc.)


1st Day: Tell the kids to all say their names at the count of 3 really LOUD!!!

Other days – see if kids can remember all the workers’ names

Tell the rules (act out with another teacher how to DISOBEY rules for more fun)

1. Keep hands and feet to yourself

2. Raise hand quietly

3. No talking while teacher is talking

4. Have fun!

Explain quiet seat prize (teachers are looking for kids who follow rules and participate!)
Explain how to earn points for your team (boys v. girls or however else they are split.  Get them to cheer for their team – who can cheer loudest??)

1. Saying memory verse

2. Winning review game

3. Best behaved team

4. Bringing friends (do BIG amount of points for this!!)

5. Winning quiet seat prize

Secret Word* (put a lot of animation in this!!!)  Examples:

1. Tarzan (make Tarzan noise while beating on chest!!)

2. Ballin’ (pretend to shoot a basketball while saying, “Ballin’!!”)

3. Buzz Lightyear (Pretend like you’re flying and say, “To infinity and beyond!)

4. Madagascar (Dance side to side and chant, “I like to move it move it (3x)”)

5. Wasabi (do a dance and chant, “my mouth, my mouth, my mouth is on fire!”)

6. Kool Aid Guy (Give big thumbs up and say in deep voice, “Ooooooh yeah!”)

7. Funky Monkey (dance around and act like a monkey saying, oooo ahhhhh!)

8. Karate Kid (jump up, “hi-YAH!” while pretending to chop a brick in half)

9. Frosted Flakes (say while swinging arm, “they’re grrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrreat!”)

10. Cowboy (say in country accent, “there’s a snake in my boot!” while jumping)

Then go into singing the theme song

*Secret Word comes before a song or any time during club that you need the children to stand.  This is a FUN way to get them to stand up, rather than just saying, “stand up!”  Introduce the secret word, and every time kids hear that word during club, they need to stand up, turn around, do whatever action goes along with the word, and then STAY STANDING.  Make a big deal about kids keeping this a secret!!  Can sometimes use the previous week’s memory verse address: kids get up, turn around, and say last week’s verse together (can do silly voices each time to keep it upbeat).

Other tasks for the MC:

1. Know the club schedule: make sure each teacher knows when to get up.  If a teacher is up and taking a while to get prepared (which shouldn’t happen), then it is your job to keep the kids entertained until the teacher is ready.  Otherwise the kids will begin to be restless and it will be harder to catch their attention later.

2. Keep club moving using secret word.  Introduce it before any song or at any point where you need the kids to stand up.  Introduce the secret word in fun ways (tell a brief story, ending with the secret word, fake the kids out by saying a word that rhymes with the secret word, etc.)

3. Pray before Bible Lesson.  As the Bible Lesson teacher is getting up to teach, pray for the lesson with the kids.  

4. Do review game (be LOUD and get kids to cheer!!) at the end of club.  Keep it energetic, lively, and fun!!!!

5. At the end of club, remind kids about memory verse tokens, wonderzone.com (the CEF website for kids!), hand out quiet seat prizes, award best behaved team, tell the teams their scores, give any announcements, and then close in prayer and prepare for dismissal.

6. When you see kid getting restless or fidgety, get them to stand up, get their wiggles out, and then sit back down.  They can do jumping jacks, hop on one foot, etc. then sit back down quietly to listen. Monitor their attention span and behavior and make adjustments as needed.
